

Objective

· Students are to recognize different regions of the United States.
· Students are to analyze how various regions function within the United States.
Procedure

· Organize students in pairs or they may work individually.
· Distribute outline maps of the United States.
· Students are to divide the current US into separate countries, each with its own capital city. 
· The new countries and capitals are to be labeled on the outline map.
· On the back of the outline map, students are to write a justification (small paragraph) for their choices.  Also, students are to explain if they divide a current state (e.g. northern West Virginia and southern West Virginia are in two different countries).
Materials

· Outline map of the United States

· Pencils (easier if students want to make changes)

Evaluations

· Teacher discretion
Notes

· Encourage students to use geographical place names (not personal names like Sally Land)
